Standards

· Current Events: Students will have a scavenger hunt for state names in the newspaper.
· Social Studies: Students will make a relief map of Colorado.
· Social Studies: Students will learn what citizens of each state are called.
Activities

1. Use the News: Colorado is just one of America’s fifty states. How many state names can you find in the newspaper? Have a scavenger hunt for state names as you read through the paper. Which section of the newspaper did you find the most in?

3. Citizens of Colorado are called Coloradans. What are people from the other states called? Research and make a list of names for all 50 states.
